4.3 Governance

Although much remains to be done to
consolidate SA’s young democracy, one in
which human rights and fundamental
freedoms are respected by all, the country
has made great efforts to institutionalise
democracy, and the political environment
has been stable. Achievements include a
multi-party political system, a functioning
parliamentary democracy, a respected
constitution and entrenched rule of law, an
independent judiciary and mechanisms for
accountability, transparency and infor-
mation in public administration.

Governance? now occupies a central
position in ACP-EC partnership relation-
ships. The EC Communication on
Governance in the European Consensus
on Development, towards a harmonised
approach within the European Union,
adopted in June 2006, proposes a much
more sophisticated policy framework to
engage in governance processes.

Governance is considered critical to the
pursuit of development.

The Cotonou Agreement? recognises the
essential role that NSAs can play,
alongside governments, in fighting poverty,
promoting growth, delivering social
services and fostering democracy and
good governance. For the first time, the
ACP countries and the EU have legally
committed themselves to involving NSAs
in all phases of the cooperation process.
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The EC regards good governance as both
a necessary precondition for, and a
consequence of, democratic consolidation.
To strengthen participatory democracy in
SA, the proposed approach focuses on
improving governance practices through
supporting initiatives that enhance multi-
actor (state, NSA) dialogue and partner-
ships.

The objectives of the EC-funded
programmes on governance are the
following:

e promote a democratic and human
rights culture;

e strengthen capacity and enhancement
participation of NSAs in governance;

e improve the law making process at all
levels of government;

e improve the prevention and combating
of crime, especially violent crime,
improve freedom, safety and security
in the country.

Levels of crime in SA are among the
highest in the world. Although statistics
released by the Government in 2004/5
indicate that some crime rates seem to be
falling, they nonetheless remain very high,
having highly adverse effects on the lives
and well-being of the whole population.
The fight against criminality and violent
crime, and enforcing the rule of law,
requires investment in human resources
and equipment. This needs to be
combined with a strengthening of the
capacity of the law enforcement agencies,

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helping them to build strong, cooperative
partnerships with communities and civil
society organisations. The fight should
also target white collar criminality,
including corruption, money laundering
and drug trafficking and thus calls for
strengthening the capacity of law
enforcement bodies in these areas. Both
the improvement of the Criminal Justice
System (CJS) and the expansion and
modernisation of the South African Police
Service (SAPS) are clearly spelt out in the
current Government Programme of Action.
Government policy also addresses crime
prevention against women and children,
support to victims and collaboration with
civil society. Overall, access to the justice
system, especially for the rural poor, is not
always adequately ensured.

The Cape Town based Legislatures
Support Programme (LSP) has created
unprecedented momentum by facilitating
initiatives and proposals within legis-
latures. State-of-the-art video con-
ferencing facilities, interlinking national and
provincial legislatures, are in use today
and make a solid contribution to the
efficiency and transparency of policy
development. The system assists law-
making, policy development, oversight and
increases public participation. The public
has the opportunity to gain insight into
lawmaking through workshops, events,
and seminars as well as public relations
and media campaigns. National and
provincial legislatures have benefited from
this EC-funded programme (€10 million)
which helped address inherent challenges:
capacity, systems and processes.
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The EC’s commitment to promoting
human rights and values is one
of the pillars of development policy.
The EU Programme of Support to
the Foundation for Human Rights (FHR)
sought to promote redress and
entrench  human rights values and
practices. The EU Foundation for
Human Rights was established in
1996 in the immediate postapartheid
period. The FHR is the Ilargest
EC project (€25 million) of its kind
worldwide and is often quoted as a
flagship initiative. This human rights
initiative has as its main purpose the
support of Community Based Organi-
sations (CBOs) that contribute to the
promotion of the effective exercise and
application of human rights.

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While addressing the weaknesses of civil
society advocacy to help vulnerable and
under-privileged citizens to access their
constitutional rights, EC support to the Civil
Society Advocacy Programme (CSAP) has
contributed to more effective governance
and empowered community members
regarding civil and constitutional rights. An
increased number of cases has been
brought forward by communities (60% of
cases concluded positively) and members
were trained to work in the Programme —
providing knowledge at community level.

The Conflict and Governance Fund
(CAGE) provided assistance to civil
society and research institutions (key
areas: policymaking, policy research) and
has boosted wider participation and
promoted dialogue between policy
research institutions, policy makers and
leaders in civil society and government.
Support to the Victim Empowerment
Programme (VEP) of the Department of
Social Development, in collaboration with
the UN Office for Drugs and Crime
(UNODC), will contribute to building safe
and peaceful communities by strengthe-
ning a culture of human rights. It provides
more  effective, multi-sectoral and
coordinated responses to victims of crime
and trauma, particularly children. Support
is provided towards creating safer and
more peaceful communities by strengthe-
ning the culture of human rights and by
building more effective responses for
victims of crime and trauma.

South Africa has taken major steps to
combat trafficking by adopting the Palermo
Protocol to “prevent, suppress and punish

trafficking in persons, especially women
and children” and to facilitate international
cooperation. The Fight against Human
Trafficking Programme is supporting
authorities in SA to fully comply with the
Protocol, including the development of
comprehensive legislation that s
underpinned by a victim-centred empower-
ment approach, taking full account of the
existing Victims’ Charter as well as
relevant legislation of the country.

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4.4 Regional Cooperation

SA is a key player on the continental
scene, the political heavyweight of the
Southern African Development Community
(SADC) and an anchor country in the
region, as recognised in the EU-SA
Strategic Partnership. The country
represents 75% of the total GNP of SADC
and is clearly the regional economic and
trade hub. SA is committed to the SADC
Common Agenda and the Regional
Indicative Strategic Development Plan
(RISDP). The Plan highlights main
priorities such as the creation of a SADC
Common Market by 2012, trade
promotion, improved education, regional
energy pools, common approaches to
HIV&AIDS and security and peace-
keeping.

SA s also one of the driving forces behind
efforts to strengthen the African Union
(AU) and its structures, as well as the New
Partnership for Africa’s Development
(NEPAD). In its seventh year, NEPAD’s
socio-economic programme endeavours
to add momentum to the “rejuvenation” of
the continent. As a mediator (especially
with AU support) in conflicts, a facilitator of
humanitarian assistance delivery, and an
advocate of human rights, the country’s
responsibilities are increasing and
becoming more defined.

Beyond the political agenda, common

stances between the EC and SAinclude a
more pro-active role for South Africa in
areas such as environmental protection
and climate change, migration, human
trafficking, drugs and small arms trade,
crime, corruption and money laundering.
Another important challenge is the regional
integrative management of the water
resources of trans-boundary river systems
in Southern Africa. Arguably the most
alarming situation is the spread of HIV &
AIDS within SADC countries and this is
increasingly being considered at regional
level.

The EC contributes €37,9 million to seven
different programmes addressing:

e social cohesion and regional political
and economic integration;

e peace keeping and mediation;

e common strategies in confronting
HIV&AIDS;

e promotion of scientific research,
development and regional co-
operation;

e support to the water sector;

e economic integration support.




The EU-SADC Investment Programme
(ESIP) was launched to stimulate
investment, cooperation and strengthen
organisations such as investment
promotion agencies and chambers of
commerce. The recently held Agro-
Industry 2008 sector partnership meeting
in Tanzania benefited from a €1.3 million
EC grant and was a major success in
bringing together businesses from
Southern African, EU and third countries.
More than 1,500 business-to-business
meetings were held and some 170 “letters
of intent” were signed, signalling future
potential for trade and/or investment
partnerships.

To promote political cooperation on African
and sub-regional issues, the EC supports
SA’s contribution to the AU Peace Facility
for Africa (€7.5 million). The Facility ad-
dresses mainly policy issues, institutional
management and support for the AU (and
sub-regional organisations) in tackling
conflicts, including peace support opera-
tions.

The SADC Regional Response to the
HIV&AIDS Programme, which the EC
supports with €4,5 million (and with an
additional €3 million injection from the
European Development Fund (EDF),
promotes “multi-sectoral” policies and
practices by strengthening the capacity of
the SADC-Secretariat to identify and
replicate  best-practice methods in
addressing the pandemic. A positive
outcome of the programme has been the
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development of a network within SADC
involving NGOs, universities and the
private sector.

Soul City, the Regional HIV&AIDS
Awareness and Education Programme, is
a €33 million programme co-financed by
the EC, the UK, Ireland and the
Netherlands.

It is considered to be one of the most
successful education and communication
initiatives in the region and its recent final
evaluation has found a strong correlation
between exposure to the programme and
positive behaviour and lifestyle change.
The “edutainment” programme has
effectively linked television, radio and
printed productions.

The Programme for Science and
Technology Innovations and Capacity
Building (PSTICB) aims at using science
and technology in improving quality in
health care, environmental research,
energy, transport, agriculture and agro-
industry, and sustainable trade. Designed
to capacitate institutions in the different
ACP regions, this initiative (managed by
the ACP Secretariat) runs until 2015.

Denmark, Germany, The Netherlands,
Spain, Sweden and the UK are active in
regional cooperation and support projects
within the fields of health, regional and
tripartite cooperation and peace and
security.

4.5 Technical Cooperation
and Culture

South Africa has many qualified specialists
in public and non-state sectors. None-
theless, occasional technical support is
sought through donor funding in order to
avail of best practice internationally in
specific fields.

EC technical support to the SA National
Treasury (NT) is in its seventh year. This
has included assistance with the
establishment of the Government’s
Development Cooperation Information
System. A new programme for €11.8
million came on stream in 2007 with the
aim of improving NT’s capacity in issues
of donor coordination, monitoring, supply
chain management, knowledge dissemi-
nation and visibility of EC-SA cooperation.

Cooperation between countries in the
cultural field is seen as an ideal way of
enhancing dialogue between people,
facilitating understanding, removing
barriers to people-to-people contacts and
promoting development.

The Conference, Workshop and Cultural
Initiative Fund (CWCI) now in its third
phase, has entered its final year, having to
date supported cultural actions including
photographic exhibitions, film festivals,
booklets and videos on themes of
governance, democracy and human rights.

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The SA policy for Science, Technology and
Innovation (STI) is articulated in the White
Paper on S&T published in 1996. Its point
of departure is a “view of the future”, where
all citizens enjoy a better quality of life by
working in satisfying jobs in a competitive
economy. The White Paper outlines a
framework linking S&T to poverty

reduction featuring:

o the establishment of a system of
technological and social innovation;

e the development of a culture within
which knowledge advancement is
valued,;

e better support for innovation funda-
mental to growth, employment creation

and equity.

The Department of Science and
Technology (DST) focuses on the develop-
ment of “technologies to address poverty
and the poor quality of life”. Its current
strategy explicitly addresses work in the
fields of:

e biotechnology;

e |CT, research and development;

e advanced manufacturing technology
(AMT);

e nano-technology;

e climate change;

¢ indigenous knowledge systems.

5. Science and Technology

The year 2007 marks the tenth anni-
versary of the entry into force of the
Agreement on Scientific and Technology
Cooperation between the EC and SA.
Over the past decade, a rich and diverse
partnership has been fostered. The EC
seeks to align and focus its support and
activities toward the priorities mentioned
above by expanding research and
innovation partnerships between SA and
organisations in Europe. The legal basis
for cooperation are the 6% and 7t
Framework Programmes (FP) for
Research and Technological Develop-
ment. The FPs are the EU’s main
instrument for the funding of research and
technology; FP7 has a budget of over €50
billion for the period 2007-2013. The
involvement of SA in FP6 proved to be
very successful, with SA researchers
participating in 117 international research
projects.

The DST and the EC continue to promote
SA’s participation in the last calls of FP6
and the subsequent FP7. High-level visits
of EC officials have led to constructive
dialogues, contacts, and actions: today, SA
National Contact Points (NCP) cover all
areas of research under the FPs and play
a key role in making SA a “partner of
choice” in EU Member States.

The European South African Science and
Technology Advancement Programme
(ESASTAP), co-funded by the DST and by



FP6 and FP7, is a dedicated platform to
facilitate science and technology
cooperation between SA and the EU.
Specific tools include a partner-matching
database to bring SA and European
partners into contact with each other.
Since its launch in June 2005, ESASTAP
has markedly enhanced the engagement
of SA researchers under the FPs. The
programme also exploits synergies
between the FPs and SA's bilateral
science and technology cooperation with
the Member States of the EU and other
countries associated with the FPs. Joint
actions were undertaken with partners in
France, Finland, the UK, Belgium and
other countries.

Regional collaboration in the field of STl is
becoming an increasingly important issue.
Additional donors, notably the World Bank
(WB), support events such as the Euro
Africa-ICT Awareness Workshops. These
workshops  promote initiatives  of
cooperation between European and Sub-
Saharan ICT organisations. Much work still
needs to be done regarding technology
transfer, collaborative research, and
technology-related international bilateral
agreements and partnerships.

The EC is also involved in the Programme
for Science and Technology Innovations
and Capacity Building (PSTICB), valued at
€35.4 million, and the ACP-Information &
Communication Technologies Programme
(€20 million). Both programmes are
expected to be launched in 2008.

Working in close cooperation with the EC,
the EIB continues to contribute to the
broad development objectives as stated in
the TDCA and supports, in particular, the
strategy outlined in the Accelerated and
Shared Growth Initiative for South Africa
(AsgiSA). By making long-term financing
available, the EIB’s focus is based on
priority needs and development impacts
often referred to as the “two pole support”:
investments in infrastructure programmes
of public interest and support to private
sector growth and foreign
investment.

direct

The EIB has to date provided €1,5 billion
under lending programmes in SA. The EIB
respects substantial development values
by addressing disparities between different
sections of the population and by

improving living conditions of Historically
Disadvantaged Persons (HDPs). Under
the new mandate (mandate IIl, Framework
Agreement SA/EIB), the Bank’s lending
will support a number of projects in both
the public and private domains worth €900
million — approximately matching the grant
contribution of the EC. The operation
period is from 2007 to 2013.

The impact of the EIB’s lending adds value
in the following respects:

e it complements the EC’s grant aid;

e it provides public and private sector
borrowers with long-term resources;

e disbursement can be made from the
Bank’s SA Rand pool;

e in-house technical expertise can be
called upon;

e the Bank’s involvement acts as a
catalyst for private sector investment;

e Dbasic services are made more
affordable.

As foreseen in ASGISA, public sector
investment is expected to increase
significantly in the coming vyears.
Approximately 40% of this will be spent by
public enterprises notably in power
generation (and distribution), transport and
the water sector. To support this large-
scale programme, a significant share of
the EIB’'s mandate is earmarked with
appropriately-structured long-term funds.
Regarding support to the private sector,



priority will be given to projects with a
strong development impact. In addition,
support for smaller ventures would be
provided through credit lines to be made
available to the commercial banking sector
and development finance institutions.

Portfolio Summary per Sector
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In addition, the EIB manages, in
partnership with the IDC, and on behalf of
the EC and the dti, the €55 million Risk
Capital Facility (signed: March 2002), and
a follow-up facility (€50 million) was signed
with the EC in December 2006.
