Commissioners Mandelson and Fischer Boel in China for WTO trade talks (11/07/2005)

EU Trade Commissioner Peter Mandelson and EU Agriculture Commissioner Mariann Fischer Boel visited Dalian, China for
three days of meetings culminating in a Mini Ministerial Meeting as part of the WTO Doha Round negotiations. Speaking on
his arrival in China, Commissioner Mandelson said: “Last week’s G8 meeting strongly restated the importance of reaching an
ambitious outcome for the Doha Round by the end of 2006. Converting that political will into real progress towards an
agreement in Hong Kong is now imperative. In Dalian we need to take a step closer to a comprehensive deal that balances
agricultural reform with new market access in services and manufactured goods and a new focus on the special needs of
developing countries. This is the only way to guarantee the benefits of free and fair trade for all members of the WTO".

European Commission approves a proposal for an ambitious development policy (13/07/2005)

The Commission has adopted a proposal defining the new development policy of the EU. The policy aims at reducing poverty
in line with the Millennium Development Goals. The Communication is a proposal for a joint statement by the Council, the
European Parliament and the Commission. This “European Consensus” would provide, for the first time in 50 years of
development co-operation, a common framework of objectives, values and principles that the Union — all 25 Member States
and the Commission - supports and promotes as a global player and as a global partner. The EU is the biggest aid donor in
the world, accounting for 55% of development assistance, 20% of which is managed by the Commission.

EU enlargement under stress — Speech by Commissioner Olli Rehn (12/07/2005)

In a recent speech, Commissioner Rehn (Enlargement) said: “I'd like to reflect on how we move forward in enlargement
policy at a moment of political uncertainty for the EU — and how we communicate better what is at stake, both as to the
economic benefits and our strategic interests. ... Enlargement is rather a process than an end in itself; in this process the
perspective of EU membership works as a powerful anchor of democracy and incentive for political and economic reform.
Look at Spain (...) in the last 20 years. Look at Poland (...) in the last 10 years. Look at Croatia (...) in recent years — and
follow them in the coming years to see what the prospect of accession can do for the rule of law and economic reforms.

Commission Releases Funds to Fight AIDS in Libya (12/07/2005)

The European Commission today released €1 million to provide urgent support to Libya in its fight against the AIDS/HIV
epidemic in Benghazi. This money will pay for urgent policy advice and technical support to the Libyan health authorities and
upgrade the capacity of the Benghazi Centre for Infectious Diseases and Immunology (BCIDI) to international standards.
These projects are part of the longer-term “HIV Action Plan for Benghazi”. The Action Plan was launched by the EU in
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November 2004 and is being implemented by the Libyan authorities with support from the Commission and EU Member
